September.

o The park entrance at 172 Ave will be closed.

o The fence along 172 Ave and part of 18 St will be removed.

o New fencing will be installed running north-south in the
park, allowing for continued use during this work.

o The park entrance along NE 164 Ave and 15 St will remain.

Development of the park is
scheduled to begin in early fall.
When it's finished, you'll have a
premiere community park to enjoy,
with ball fields, play equpment,
Xtreme sports park, trails and, of
course, a fenced play area for your
four-legged companions.
